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The Gallery
Oak Hill Gallery is an artist run art space promoting the professional development of emerging and established artists.
The gallery provides a secure rental venue, providing artists with exhibition space, invitations, manning of the gallery for the month (with the artists’ contribution for a minimum of manning the gallery for two days in the month and more if possible) advertising and the organisation of the opening. The opening would include setting up provision of refreshments, live entertainment, organisation of sales and opening speeches.
MEMBERSHIP

Oak Hill provides a membership that entitles artists to a reduction of rental and exhibiting prices, regular newsletters, invitations and information of what is happening on the Peninsula along with an invite to any social activities that Oak Hill may organise. Membership allows voting rights at O/H AGM.

The membership is $25.00 per financial year with a mid year fee of $12.50.
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Terms and Conditions
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All work must be for Sale.
· Oak Hill Gallery will receive 25% commission on all work sold.
· Art work must be delivered to the Gallery by the set date.

· Art work needs to be ready to hang with an acceptable hanging system.

· Please place hanging wire tightly, no more than 170 mm from the top of the work.

· Artists name, title and price are to be displayed on the back of each work. Changes to the Catalogue will not be accepted on the day of hanging.
· If work is deemed inappropriate, the Curator has the right to remove it from the 
       exhibition. Failure to comply will result in your work not being able to be hung.

· Artwork must be collected by the due date, the gallery will hold uncollected
            artwork for seven days only.  A fee of $25 will be incurred if the work is not picked

            up by the due date.
· Positioning of the Art work by the Curator is final after the Exhibition has been hung.

· Although the utmost care will be taken by O/H the gallery we will not accept any responsibility for any damage or loss of art that is left at the gallery. It shall be the responsibility of the exhibiting artist to secure applicable insurance, as they deem necessary. The gallery has a security system in place.
Oak Hill Gallery organises monthly Exhibitions and is a volunteer run organisation. 

Within the year we manage four annual exhibitions these exhibitions are sponsored, and artists are rewarded with a monetary commendation.
